The Arc Cumberland County To Host Education Advocacy 

 Training Workshops 

The Arc Cumberland County is 
taking participant applications 
now for the Volunteer Advocacy 
Project (VAP) which trains indi-
viduals to become special education 
advocates. In this training, partici-
pants learn about special education 
law and advocacy strategies. Since it 
started at The     Vanderbilt Ken-
nedy Center in the fall of 2008, the 
project has trained over 200 advo-
cates across the state. The project is 
based in Nashville and via video-
conference to other sites across the 
state. Locally, the training will take 
place at The Arc office, 269 Hayes 
Street, Crossville. 

     The project consists of forty 
hours of classroom instruction.   
During this time, participants learn 
about special education policy in-

cluding: evaluations and eligibility, 
extended school year services, assis-
tive          technology, individualized 
education programs, and research-
based interventions. Participants also 
learn about non-adversarial advocacy 
techniques. The training will include 
a binder of       materials including 
passages from: the Individuals with 
Disabilities Education Act, No Child 
Left Behind, and Section 504 of the 
Rehabilitation Act. Additionally, the 
participants will be given copies of 
each training session’s Power Point 
pages along with relevant materials. 

     This is a comprehensive 11-
week training to be held in the 
winter of 2012 (January 12th, January 
19th, January 26th, February 2nd, Feb-
ruary 9th,       February 16th, February 
23rd, March 1st, March 8th, March 

15th, and March 22nd). Each training 
session will last 3 hours (beginning 
at 5:30PM (CST) and ending at 
8:30PM (CST) and, in Eastern     In 
Tennessee, the training begins at 
6:30PM (EST) and ends at 9:30PM, 
(EST)). The training will be held in: 
Nashville, Gallatin, Mountain City, 
Knoxville, Johnson City, Lewisburg, 
Cookeville, Crossville, Memphis, 
Clarksville, and Chattanooga. If you
